In light of the current COVID-19
pandemic affecting our communities, and
the uncertainty and turmoil caused by the
school closures and the ‘stay at home’
executive order, | wanted to include sev-
eral letters, and testimonies from myself,
and others in this newsletter in an effort
to uplift and share out blessings through
this trial.
